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SET UP
Site preparation and requirements
• Place the product on level ground, with at least a 2 m (6 ft) space from any structure or obstruction such as a fence,  
 garage, house, overhanging branches, laundry lines, lamp post, or electrical wires.
• Create a site free of obstacle that could cause injuries – such as tree stumps and/or roots, bricks, rocks,  sprinkler  
 heads and concrete.
• Swings should be further away from structures to the front and rear of the swings – a distance equal to twice the   
 height of the top bar from which the swing is suspended.

ASSEMBLY PREPARATION
Selecting the Swing Set fi nal location
• The area where the Swing Set is to be set up must be absolutely fl at and level. Do not set up the product on a slope  
 or inclined surface.
• In addition to the 6’ (2 m) minimum horizontal clearance space all around the set, your site must have a minimum of  
 13’ (4 m) of vertical ground clearance. This height requirement requires 6’ (2 m) of vertical clearance above the top  
 of the Swing Set.

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ASSEMBLY OF SAUCER KIT -
Saucer connecting beam (K22)
1. Unfold the saucer cover (K21) and locate the side with the sleeve opening fl aps.
2. With this side facing up, open the 4 fl aps to reveal the sleeve openings.
3. Starting from one point, slide one saucer connecting beam (K22) into the sleeve opening, then slide   
 another saucer connecting beam into the sleeve making sure it is inserted into the previous saucer 
 connecting beam. Repeat this procedure until all the saucer connecting beams are securely connected  
 together.
4. Make sure the holes on the connecting beams are centered on the sleeve opening gaps.
5. Flip the saucer assembly so that the sleeve opening fl aps are facing down.

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ASSEMBLY OF SAUCER KIT -
Chain rope (K11)
1. Insert the chain rope bolt through the saucer connecting beam hole. NOTE: Make sure the bolt is inserted  
 through the holes and the saucer connecting beams cannot be detached from each other.
2. Tighten all the nuts securely and close all the sleeve opening fl aps.

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ASSEMBLY OF SAUCER KIT AND CHAIN SWING -
For 44125/44126: Hang the saucer kit (K2) and chain swing (C1) to the quick hooks (H14).
For 44133/44134: Hang the saucer kit (K2) and chain swings (C1) to the quick hooks (H14).

1. Secure anchor foot bases in concrete (not included). Level Swing Set and mark anchor foot base 
 locations. Dig holes 11.8” (30 cm) in diameter by 13.8” (35 cm) deep.
2. Place two bricks inside the hole to form a solid base.
3. Lay the anchor foot bases (G1) on the bricks, insert the anchor rods (G2) through the anchor foot bases.  
 Fill all holes with concrete to preset leveled height.
4. Anchors shall be placed level with or under the ground in order to reduce tipping hazards; replace
 defective parts in accordance with the manufacturer’s instructions.
5. Allow concrete to cure properly, according to concrete manufacturer’s directions, before using the 
 product.

At the beginning of each play season:
• Tighten all hardware.
• Lubricate all metallic moving parts.
• Check all protective coverings on bolts, pipes, edges, and corners. Replace if they are loose, cracked, or  
 missing.
• Check all moving parts including swing seats, ropes, cables, and chains for wear, rust, or other   
 deterioration. Replace as needed.
• Check metal parts for rust. If found, sand and repaint using a nonlead-based paint meeting the
 requirements of 16 CFR 1303.
• Reinstall any plastic parts, such as swing seats or any other items that were removed for the cold season.
• Rake and check depth of loose fi ll protective surfacing materials to prevent compaction and to maintain  
 appropriate depth. Replace as necessary.

Twice a month during play season:
• Tighten all hardware.
• Check all protective coverings on bolts, pipes, edges, and corners. Replace if they are loose, cracked, or  
 missing.
• Rake and check depth of loose fi ll protective surfacing materials to prevent compaction and to maintain  
 appropriate depth. Replace as necessary.

Once a month during play season:
• Lubricate all metallic moving parts.
• Check all moving parts including swing seats, ropes, cables, and chains for wear, rust, or other
 deterioration. Replace as needed.

At the end of each season or when the temperature drops below 32° F (0° C)
• Remove plastic swing seats and other items as specifi ed by the manufacturer and take indoors or do not  
 use.
• Rake and check depth of loose fi ll protective surfacing materials to prevent compaction and to maintain  
 appropriate depth. Replace as necessary.

Owners shall be responsible for maintaining the legibility of the warning labels.

Disposal instructions:
• Disassemble and dispose of the playground equipment in such a way that no unreasonable hazards will  
 exist at the time the equipment is discarded. Follow all local disposal requirements.
• Fully disassemble the entire frame. Do not leave partially disassembled parts in areas accessible by   
 children. 
• Should you wish to recycle the steel tubing, take the frame to your local recycling center. 
• All plastic parts can be recycled, take it to your local recycling center.
